· Saving of Clerks time applying for a Road Closure Order
· Financial savings avoidance of payment for road closures
· Increased Safety and Security for those attending
· Better protection from vehicles being used as a weapon against crowds.
· Shelter available at the Public Hall for those who become ill or injured.
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
