Financial Position as of 30 April 2026
The Council’s financial position at the end of April 2026 remains stable, with expenditure generally in line with expectations at this early stage of the financial year.
Income
Total income received to 30 April 2026 was £37,337.00.
Income received during the period includes:
· Precept (first instalment): £33,582.33 
· VAT Refund: £2,527.67 
· Hall Hire: £227.00 
· Miscellaneous Refunds: £1,000.00 
The Council is still due to receive the second half of the annual precept later in the financial year.
The £6,000 income budget relates to anticipated hall hire income for the year. Hall hire income at the end of April stands at £227.00 and is expected to increase as bookings continue throughout the year.

Expenditure
Total expenditure to 30 April 2026 was £11,588.63.
Staff Costs
Staffing expenditure remains within expected levels:
· Clerk: £1,718.81 
· Cleaner: £656.20 
· Employer NI/HMRC: £912.50 
· Pension: £814.03 
Administration
Current administration expenditure includes:
· Telephone and internet: £22.30 
· Conferences/training: £60.00 
· Information Technology: £92.27 
Most remaining administration budgets have not yet been utilised at this point in the year.
Public Hall
Public hall expenditure includes:
· Cleaning materials: £34.00 
· Water: £1,257.57 
· Electricity and gas: £253.73 
The water expenditure includes payment of both the outstanding 2025–2026 invoice and the 2026–2027 annual invoice, both of which have now been paid in full. As a result, water costs for the remainder of the current financial year are expected to be minimal.
Other Expenditure
The main area of higher expenditure relates to:
· Millennium Gardens maintenance: £3,114.14 
Additional significant expenditure includes:
· Millennium Garden PWLB Loan repayments: £2,013.08 
· Parish improvements / PWLB Public Hall extension: £640.00 
No expenditure had yet been incurred under Events, Section 137 grants, or several other budget headings.

Overall Summary
The Council remains in a sound financial position at the end of April 2026. Income and expenditure are broadly in line with expectations for the beginning of the financial year, with most budget headings still at an early stage of expenditure. The Council will continue to monitor hall hire income and Millennium Gardens maintenance expenditure throughout the remainder of the year.
